GOVERNMENT INJECTS OVER UGX
1.09BN INTO BWEEMA SEED SCHOOL

he Government of Uganda has
I released over UGX 1.09 billion
to operationalize Bweema
Seed Secondary School in Buvuma
district, marking a major step towards

strengthening access to secondary
education on the islands.

The funds, channeled through the Ministry
of Education and Sports, are intended

to address staffing, operational needs,
and outstanding construction-related
obligations at the new public school.

According to Hon. Aminah Nakiranda,
the District Secretary for Social Services,
the allocation covers staff wages, school
operational expenses under USE, and
value-added tax owed to the contractor.

“Bweema Seed Secondary School has
been operating with limited funding, inad-

equate wages, and insufficient supplies to
fully support its mandate,” she said.

The release follows a supplementary
budget approved by the Buvuma District
Council during its sitting on December
17th, 2025, at the district headquarters
after concerns were raised about the
school’s limited funding since completion.

The school, constructed at a cost of
around UGX 3.6 billion, was completed
earlier this year, and the government has
already recruited and posted 30 teaching
and non-teaching staff to begin service
delivery.

Confirming the release, Chief
Administrative Officer Isa Mbooge said the
funds had been provided by the Ministry
of Finance and assured staff that salary
payments, including arrears, would be
processed promptly.

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GOVERNMENT MOVES TO VERIFY
BUVUMA LAND CLAIMS

he government has launched a
I verification exercise to assess land
compensation claims by residents of
Buvuma district who say they were left out
when land was acquired for the National

Oil Palm Project.

The move follows growing concerns from
communities alleging unfair treatment
during earlier compensation phases.

The verification targets about 444
claimants from 22 villages across
Busamuzi, Buwooya, and Nairambi
sub-counties, as well as Buvuma Town
Council.

Earlier this month, the group petitioned the
Ministry of Agriculture, Animal Industry and
Fisheries (MAAIF) in Entebbe, prompting
renewed scrutiny of the compensation
process.

Starting December 18th and running until
December 29th, 2025, the exercise is
being jointly conducted by the Ministry of
Lands, Housing and Urban Development,
MAAIF, the National Oil Palm Project, and
Buvuma District Local Government.

Ibrahim Magemeso, the MAAIF
Commissioner for Land Surveying, said
that the goal is to separate genuine
claimants from opportunistic cases.

“There are people who truly deserve
compensation, and there are others trying

their luck. We must ensure public funds go
to the right hands,” he said.

A team of surveyors at Buwooya ready to survey
the areas under claim.

NOPP Project Manager Suzan
Lakwonyero urged local leaders to
mobilize all affected residents.

“This process must be thorough and final.
No one should be left unheard,” she said.
District Chairperson Adrian Wasswa
Ddungu welcomed the intervention, calling
it a step towards restoring trust.

Claimants’ lawyer Baker Ntale added that
his clients are ready to follow government
procedures, expressing optimism that the
long-standing issue will finally be resolved.

The verification comes amid broader
efforts to balance agricultural development
with community land rights in island
districts like Buvuma, where land disputes
remain sensitive and deeply personal.

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BUVUMA POLICE PASS OUT OVER 200
CONSTABLES FOR ELECTIONS

he Uganda Police Force in Buvuma
I has passed out 278 Election Special
Police Constables to strengthen
security ahead of the 2026 elections.

The brief ceremony was held at Busamuzi
sub-county headquarters after ten days of
intensive training at the same venue.

The new constables, made up of 205 men
and 73 women drawn from across the
district, were trained under the guidance
of the Ssezibwa Police Region leadership.
They are expected to support reqular
police in maintaining peace, especially

during the busy election period.

Buvuma Resident District Commissioner
Hawah Ndege told the graduates to be
disciplined.

“Wear this uniform with discipline and
respect because the community is
watching you,” Ndege said.

Buvuma District Police Commander SP
Michael Bagoole issued a firm warning to
the constables that will work outside the
law.

“Do not turn your training into a problem
for the public. If you abuse power, the law
will deal with you,” he said.

He further asked them to serve with
honesty and patriotism so that order is
preserved.

The Special Police Constables will serve
on a three-month contract from January to
March 2026, earning a monthly salary of
around UGX 469,000.

The event was attended by local leaders,
civil servants, parents, and community
members, reflecting strong public interest
in peaceful elections.

ukono district has officially handed
M over three solar-powered water

supply and irrigation systems in
Mpumu, Nakasuku, and Kyungu, boosting

agricultural productivity and supporting
farmers’ livelihoods.

The projects, implemented by Nexus
Green (UK) Limited through the Ministry of
Water and Environment, aim to promote
climate-smart agriculture and ensure
consistent food production even during dry
seasons.

The Kyungu system, valued at EUR
188,211.8, irrigates five acres for crops
like cocoa, grapes, onions, and avocados.
Nakasuku’'s EUR 144,013.91 system
serves four villages, while Mpumu’s EUR
155,564.79 installation supports coffee,
tomatoes, onions, and cabbage cultivation
across 8.05 acres.

Farmers will now have steady access to
water, reducing losses caused by erratic
rainfall.

During the handover on Monday,
December 22nd, 2025, the District Water
Officer, Eng. Denis Zaake Nadduli,
thanked the government for its continued
support to farmers, emphasizing that the
initiative will help prevent food shortages
in the district.

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“This initiative will help our farmers
avoid food shortages and farm more
consistently if the systems are well
protected and used responsibly,” he said.

Assistant Resident District Commissioner
Hassan Mwanje added that the projects
show government commitment to
agricultural transformation, noting that one
system also supports a nearby school.

Ibrahim Kiwalabye, speaking for the CAO,
urged communities to maintain these
systems and observe proper hygiene
practices. While Hon. Ssentongo called for
more projects to meet high local demand.

Buikwe district farmers have received a
significant boost this week as government
officials inspected ongoing agricultural
initiatives in Buikwe Town Council, a drive
aimed to enhance food security, promote
modern farming practices, and raise
household incomes across the district.

The field visit focused on the progress of
Farmer Field Schools (FFS) and Artificial
Insemination (Al) programs aimed at
improving crop yields and livestock quality.

Speaking during the visit, Senior Fisheries
Officer James Katali, who represented

the District Production Officer, expressed
satisfaction with the results.

“Government is committed to supporting
our farmers because agriculture is the
backbone of our communities. These
projects are crucial for food security and
income generation,” he said.

Farmers shared their success stories from

the programs.

“Thanks to the Farmer Field Schools, our
maize yield has increased by 30%. The
artificial insemination project has also
helped us upgrade our cattle breed, which
is improving our income,” one farmer
reported.

At the same time, artificial insemination
technicians highlighted challenges such as
limited resources to reach remote farmers.

Officials, however, pledged continued
support for these projects to ensure wider
reach and sustained impact.

The visit underscores the government’s
ongoing commitment to strengthening
agriculture and improving livelihoods

in Buikwe district. Currently, the FFS
program benefits over 500 farmers, while
the Al initiative has upgraded cattle for
around 200 households.

KAFEERO COLLINS: SERVING WITH
COMPASSION

n Kayunga district, Kafeero Collins is known not just as the Senior Probation and Social
Welfare Officer, but as a leader deeply connected to the people he serves.

On December 22nd, 2025, he put that commitment into action by leading a donation
drive that reached more than 119 vulnerable residents of Suuka village in Kayunga sub-
county.

Kafeero’s work focuses on restoring dignity to those often forgotten. The beneficiaries,
including child-headed families, families of incarcerated persons, single mothers, widows,
the elderly, people rendered homeless after eviction, and individuals living with HIV,
received clothes, food, drinks, bedding, and education support to ease daily hardships.

“My duty goes beyond office work; it is about standing with people in their most difficult
moments,” Kafeero said.

Residents praised his hands-on leadership, with one beneficiary noting, “He listens to us
and acts when we need help.”
